A scooter operator
may ride in a bike path, on a road
where the speed limit is 35 mph or
less, and on a sidewalk. A person
may park a scooter on a sidewalk.
SB665 (pending)

Electric scooters may be parked on
a sidewalk. Electric scooters
operated 30 minutes before sunrise
or 30 minutes after sunset must have
headlamps. A person must be 14
years old to operate an electric
scooter on a roadway.

HB754 (Pending)

Any negligence or misconduct by a
minor while driving an electric foot
scooter is imputed to the parent or
guardian having custody of the
minor. No person under 15 years
old can operate a scooter on a road.
No person operating a scooter may
carry any item that would prevent
them from using both hands to
control the scooter. Scooters used
after dark must have lamps.

Scooter must
be equipped with brakes. Scooter
may be parked on the sidewalk,
unless a local authority prohibits it
and provides an adequate alternative
parking area. Scooter may be
operated anywhere a bicycle may be
operated.

HB1036 (Pending)

Shared mobility vendor must
assume liability for injuries and
damage suffered by a person in
connection with the shared mobility
device. Vendors must maintain
liability insurance. Vendors must
post its phone number on the shared
mobility device. Vendor must
respond to a person that contacts the
vendor by phone number within 24
hours.

Scooter
operator cannot exceed 15 mph on
roadways and cannot exceed 8 mph
on sidewalks. Electric scooters must
have brakes and lighted lamps.
Operator of a scooter that is under
18 years old must wear a helmet.

LB665 (Introduced)

Scooter share operators must have
general liability insurance,
automobile insurance, and umbrella
or excess liability coverage. Local
authorities may regulate the
operation of electric scooters within
their jurisdiction. Shared scooters
must have a unique alphanumeric
identification and a locking
mechanism to enable the user to
lock the scooter on a bike rack.
Local authority may require scooter
share operators to turn over
anonymized data for trips within its
jurisdiction.

Operator
of an electric scooter must be 16 or
older. Local authorities may
regulate the maximum speed of
scooters in pedestrian zones and
asses penalties against operators of
scooters for moving or parking
violations. Local authorities may
require scooter share programs to
provide data for trips within its
jurisdiction.
